Summary  of General Order 15, HQ Brown's Brigade, Tullahoma, Tenn, March 20, 1863

Brigadier General J. C. Brown "finding that mild and conciliating means have signally failed to keep the arms of the command in good condition" orders "rigid measures."  He directs "Regimental commands...to have all...arms...perfectly clean [and] at all times free from rust or dirt inside or outside."

Brown directs an arms inspection be held the following morning "and no excuse will be received for dirty Guns."  He threatens "A non Com'sd officer will be broken [to the ranks] and a private arrested and tried by a Court Martial for...failure to have his gun in first rate order."

Brown also threatens company captains "whose company does not pass a guard Inspection will be placed in arrest and charged before a General Court Martial or Broken by an Examining Board."

"Company commanders must inspect their arms every day and Regimental commanders at least once each week.  Non Com"sd officer[s] who fail to perform their duty as file closers & guides will be at once broken and competent men Substituted.  Regimental commanders will be held to a rigid account for an observance of this order.
