THE NEAL SEXTON COLLECTION
1)  CS Captain’s Double Breasted Frock Coat-Incredibly well tailored officer’s frock out of Mickey Black’s light blue/gray jean.  Expertly assembled with tight buttonholes, batting/padding in the chest area, full lining, finished off with US Staff Buttons (so often seen on CS officer’s coats).  This incredible garment also exhibits a unique crow’s foot or cloverleaf design of braid on the elbows.  Likewise, the rows of civilian and ball buttons are 100% original.  Pattern is taken from the Lt. William DesPortes’ frock at the SCCRR&M. Seriously folks, considering the braid (original) and buttons themselves cost $100, plus the fabric at around $100, the asking price of $495 (plus $8 Priority and insured) is an extremely reasonable price.   Sized to fit a 44 chest/about 38-40 waist with 32/33 inch (average) sleeve length
2)  US Infantryman’s Enlisted Overcoat (moderate use/used-size 42/44) - This is a very well-made overcoat out of CC kersey with very tight buttonholes throughout.  The coat is machined where needed and hand assembled where needed matching surviving examples.  Lined with gray flannel and a very nice article with normal field wear by Neal himself.  A bargain at $300 (plus $8 Priority and insured)
3)  Trans-Mississippi Depot Jacket (size 44 chest)– This is a fantastic article with amazing hand stitching throughout including double rows along the edge seams matching the original.  Nice undyed jeans not seen often enough in reproductions.  Neal used one of the well documented Gala Rock patterns.  While looking like a Columbus Depot jacket, the original was actually documented to a fellow who never left the Tran-Miss theatre.  The jacket is really set off by the Tart hand-dyed French blue kersey on the collar and cuffs along with the shallow breast pocket followed by the crude cast block I buttons.  $185 (plus $6 Priority and insured)
4)  Richmond Depot Type II Jacket (lightly used at one living history by Neal-size 42/44 chest) – This is a great Richmond garment out of Tart’s logwood dyed, finely woven plains.  The jacket exhibits incredibly detailed top stitching with very tight buttonholes.  The script I buttons already have a nice patina.  Basically new and priced to move at $165 (plus $6 Priority and insured)
5)  CS Issue Shirt (lightly used by Neal with standard average chest for an issue shirt/44)-This shirt is 100% hand sewn with double stitched breast pockets accented with original white glass buttons.  Very limited wear- $85 (plus $5 Priority and insured)
6)  English Army/Seldan Shirt (standard sizing/44)- This great shirt is brand new and is 100% hand sewn per original at the MOC except for the one row of machine on the cuff as per original I believe.  Beautiful tight stitching and buttonholes throughout with original buttons.  Unbelievably priced at $125 (plus $5 Priority and insured)
7)  US Issue Army Shirt (issue size, used at several events but clean with minimal neck wear)– gray, oatmeal colored wool flannel.  This is a really great shirt with nice wide stitches to match original articles.  Paper back tin buttons throughout.  $95 (plus $5 Priority and insured)
8)  Civilian/CS Early War Overshirt/Battleshirt – (new, soft wool flannel/44 plus) This is a gorgeous piece with blue “rick-rack” tape around the wide pockets and placket, which are all closed with original flower buttons.  Extensive machine sewing with very tight hand sewn buttonholes.  Sleeve areas assembled by hand.  The cuffs are closed with original bone buttons.   $125 (plus $5 Priority and insured)
9)  US Army Issue Shirt (well used, issue size and stained by indigo dyed flannel-)- Natural, wool flannel, Tons of hand sewing/felling with limited machining.  A great field shirt to say the least and priced right at $60 (plus $5 Priority and insured)
10)  US S.A. Arsenal Fatigue Blouse (Used, issue size/44)- This really cool article is unlined and 100% hand sewn out of Tart’s indigo dyed flannel.  This stuff must have been a special run as it’s different than some of Ben’s I’ve seen.  Thin, no nap or “fuzz” on the flannel with a very pronounced weave.  Neal used this at one event but got a goodly bit of dirt and mud on it in some places (that’s what we’re supposed to do right?) Great hand sewing on this piece.  $125 (plus $6 Priority and insured)
11)  CS/Civilian Lined Trousers (around a size 38 waist)-These trousers are made from Tart’s naturally yarn dyed jeans.  Original bone buttons throughout with great hand sewing in all the right places.  Not only that, these have some nice weight with full lining of heavy cotton shirting.  Very well priced at $145 (plus $6 Priority and insured)
12)  Civilian Blue Cotton/Denim Trousers (well used with dirt on the knees but not abused/size 40-42 waist) – These are really nifty civilian style trousers made from a very “knobby” cotton denim like none I’ve ever seen.  Neal just comes up with great fabric sometimes!  Extensive hand sewing/top stitching throughout with great wooden two hole buttons.  $110 (plus $6 Priority and insured)
13)  CS Four Button Jacket (used at several LH events but very clean and looks new/42-44 chest) – This on of my favorite garments in the collection!  Based on the Chillicothe original but much better sewn, etc. out of Tart’s great brownish wool/cotton plains.  Wonderful buttonholes (and buttons!) with intricate double row of hand stitching in all the appropriate places.  Very, very tight garment.  $ 160 (plus $6 Priority and insured)
14)  US Infantryman’s Trousers (used and dirty in places/about a size 36-37 waist) Very well made US trousers out of CC cloth with striped cotton waist band/fly/pockets, etc  Wonderful sewing throughout.  Priced to move at $100 (plus $6 Priority and insured)
